From the Pastor...
Happy New Year!

I know, | know — it is a pastor thing. No, in fact, it is
a Church thing. This newsletter is coming out early
so that all of us are aware of the special Advent
opportunities that begin November 29", As we
step into the new Church year, which begins with
Advent, we are invited to reflect and reassess and
repent and recommit and reform our lives — as
individuals, families and as a community of faith.

Let’s start out with worship on Sundays, beginning
with the second Sunday of the orange, aka the First
Sunday of Advent. The Advent wreath will be in the
sanctuary, signally that something different is
happening. Each Sunday for four weeks we will
share a litany and light another candle, culminating
on Christmas Eve when the center candle is lit to
signify the Light of Christ breaking into our
darkness.

That is our theme this Advent: Light breaks into the
darkness. We will worship around this theme both
on Sunday mornings and on Wednesday nights,
when we will gather for mid-week Advent services
at 7 pm. The hauntingly beautiful Holden Evening
Prayer will be our shared liturgy during those mid-
week services. The service, which is intended to
be quite and thoughtful, will focus our attention on
Jesus’ coming — long ago in a stable, now in the
midst of our troubled world, and someday in the
future to finally accomplish the Kingdom of God for
eternity. This service is different that the “Sunday
morning experience”.

Wednesday evenings will look a little different than
they have so far this fall. Confirmation for the 6™
and 7" grades will remain the same. 8" grade
students will meet as usual at 6:30, but will then
attend worship at 7. This is an excellent opportunity
for families to worship together and consider the
amagzing gift God has given through Jesus, the
Light which no darkness can overcome. The
service will last between 30 and 45 minutes — it will
be quiet, thoughtful, meditative. Another change is
that our choir has moved their rehearsal time to
immediately following the mid-week service.

There are LOTS of other special opportunities in
December too. The annual St. Lucia Day festivities
are on Dec 11™. The Sunday school Christmas
program will be Sunday, Dec. 20" at the 10:30
service. Christmas Eve Family worship is at 4:30
pm and the Candlelight service at 11 pm. Our
Christmas Day worship is at 9 am and a service of
Lessons and Carols on Sunday, Dec. 27" will be at

9:30 am — which means there is only one service
on that Sunday morning,

Please join your brothers and sisters as we prepare
for the arrival of the one whose coming has made it
possible for us to children of God — Jesus, the
Christ, our Lord and Savior, born in a manger to
rule in our hearts!

A Christmas Message
from Bishop Pederson
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But the angel said to [the
shepherds], “Do not be afraid,
for see — | am bringing you
good news of great joy for all
the people: to you is born this
day in the city of David a
Savior, who is the Messiah,
d the Lord. This will be a sign for
you: you will find a child
wrapped in bands of cloth and
lying in a manger.” And

[ROM suddenly there was with the
angel a multitude of the
]H-E heavenly host, praising God

and saying, “Glory to God in
BISHOP the highest heaven, and on

earth peace among those
whom he favors!” When the angels had left them
and gone into heaven, the shepherds said to one
another, “Let us go now to Bethlehem and see this
thing that has taken place, which the Lord has
made known to us.” So they went with haste and
found Mary and Joseph, and the child lying in the
manger. [Luke 2:10-16]

Apparently, the sudden appearance of an angel is
beautiful and terrifying at the same time, because in
nearly every biblical account where an angel’s glory
is revealed, the first words spoken are, “Do not be
afraid.” The angel assures the shepherds that
rather than fear, they are about to hear good news
and experience a great joy for all people. Born
today in Bethlehem is a Savior, the Messiah. The
sign that this is true is that they will find the Savior
wrapped in bands of cloth and lying in a manger.
And after a multitude of angels give praise to God,
the shepherds decide to have a look at what the
Lord has revealed to them.

“‘Letus go. .. and see this thing . ...” They can’t
even describe with words what will be revealed to
them! Let us go, and see this thing which the Lord
has made known to us.

Imagine walking through the hills that night to see
this thing—still bedazzled by angel glory, amazed
that the long awaited Messiah had been born, and
blown away by a chorus of angels singing, “Glory to
God in the highest.”

The walk wouldn’t have been too far—only a mile
or two. And, they hiked right along because the
account says that they went “with haste,” to see this
promised child. So, hiking quickly, hearts pounding,
puffing a bit, they still have the angel's words
echoing in their ears.

And then they see. They see this thing. They see
the sign—a child wrapped in cloth, lying in a
manger, surrounded by Mary and Joseph.

Yes, it's true!
The word from God via an angel is true!
The Savior is born!

Other than Mary and Joseph, who are the first to
gaze upon the Christ Child? Shepherds—ordinary
folks, doing a lowly job, living mostly day to day,
just trying to eke out a life for themselves and their
families. We may not know much about tending
sheep, but we understand these shepherds; for we
are ordinary folks, just trying to get through life the
best we can, too. And if God’s messenger came to
ordinary shepherds, could not God come to the
likes of us, too?

Most of us won’t quickly move across the hills of
Bethlehem, breathless and sweaty in the night air;
but peering into the manger and seeing God’s love
for us leaves us breathless, too.

This Christmas, may we all see this thing from God,
the One of whom the angels sing!
