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Are you familiar with the “Life is Good” merchandise line? It's a creative line of apparel, water bottles, mugs,
etc. that illustrate a twist on common phrases like: “All Nighter”- with a picture of a person in a sleeping bag...
or a pair of hiking boots with the saying “The journey is the destination”... or a pair of Birkenstock sandals with
the saying, “Not all who wander are lost.” One of my favorites in this series shows a person in snowshoes (with
a trail of prints left behind in the snow) and the saying “Remember where you came from.” As many of you
know, snowshoeing is one my favorite winter activities. So I, for one, look forward to snowfall - and lots of it
(you know... the good, powdery stuff —the stuff we haven’t gotten yet this yearL )!! And once there is a good
base on the ground, I look forward to any and every opportunity to head out into the woods or across the lake.
I appreciate the quiet of the outdoors... the crispness of the winter air... the refreshment of the exercise and
“time away” from work... and yes, I enjoying seeing the trail of prints left behind - “remembering where | came
from.” It reminds me that we are all on a journey —a journey that brings us through thickly wooded areas...
across open plains... up steep inclines to incredible look-outs... and at times, down into deep valleys.
Sometimes the journey is smooth and easy. Other times it is strenuous and challenging. And still other times,
absolutely breath-taking. Sometimes we get caught up in the underbrush. Sometimes we need to stop and
rest - to catch our breath and take in the views. And if and when we fall, we have to figure out how to get
back up, brush the snow off, and start again. This is the journey of life... the journey of faith...

Joyce Rupp, in her book May I Have this Dance? An Invitation to Faithful Prayer Throughout the Year,
begins her reflections for the month of January with these words: “Our | i fe i s a journey.
r o a d chdime ariether January greets us, we have an opportunity to pause, to see where we have been, to notice how
far we have come, and to ponder how that journey has been for us. Each new year is also a time to clear our vision, to take
stock of our resources, and to refresh our dreams as w¢€ ltsomtdslikas t on
good advice to me —for us as individuals and as a congregation. As we prepare to enter into a new year of
ministry together, I encourage you to pause and take some time to reflect... to “remember where you/we came
from” and how far you/we have come... to clear your/our vision... to ponder what might lie ahead for
you/us... and to refresh your/our dreams for the journey you/we are on as God’s people.

Looking back: Where have you/we been in the past year? How has the journey been you/us? How has
God enriched, affirmed, and enlivened you/us as a congregation? How have you/we been challenged and
tested along the way? What have you/we learned about God? ourselves? our mutual ministry in this
time/place?

Looking ahead: Where is God leading you/us in the coming year? What new areas should be explored?
What are the resources and assets we have to draw from? What needs to be left behind? What should be
carried forward? What are your/our dreams for Augustana and our ministry together?

Dear friends, the journey we are called to as Christians / as a missional church is NOT to stick to the
well-worn paths of the past... NOT to keep retracing our steps —what we know and feel most comfortable
with.

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be disappointed” (Jeremiah 29:11-13 - The Message). Are we calling upon God... seeking God... asking God
where we should be going? what God'’s plans for us are?
As we begin a new year, let’s focus NOT on the past... but on the future God is leading us into. It won’t
necessarily be easy, but God will be there every step of the way... and God will “make surewewo ndét be
disappointed!”
